ROTARY INTERNATIONAD

Rotary volunteers lead international medical team to Kenya

EVANSTON, IlL., U.S.A. (Sept. 23, 2008 ) -- About 70 volunteers from 11 countries are in Kenya this month to
provide preventive health care services to thousands of children in the poorest neighborhoods of Nairobi, a city still
recovering from the post-election violence of December and January.

The international team includes health care professionals and non-medical volunteers from Australia, Brazil, Canada,
Denmark, India, Japan, South Africa, Tanzania, Uganda, United Kingdom and the United States. They include
physicians, dentists, dental assistants, paramedics, registered nurses, optometrists and opticians. About two thirds of
the volunteers are members of Rotary clubs.

The medical mission, which runs Sept. 22 -30, is focused on the health needs of children living in the Nairobi slums
of Mukuru, Mathare and Korogocho, where the poverty rate is high and access to preventive health care extremely
limited.

According to team co-leader Connie Spark, an optician and Rotary club member from York, Pa., each child will be
screened to prioritize his or her most pressing needs -- dental work, vision problems, malnutrition, injuries, infection,
etc. -- then sent to the appropriate specialty stations. Spark says the team is prepared to see as many as 3,000 patients
a day, and the total value of services and supplies to be delivered is estimated at $1 million. The international team is
hosted by Kenyan Rotary club members and about 125 Kenyans are participating, including Rotary-affiliated
volunteers and health care professionals. In cooperation with Rotarians for Fighting AIDS (RFFA), the international
charity Hope Worldwide is offering HIV testing and counseling during the medical mission, according to RFFA
founder and chair Marion Bunch, .a Rotary club member from Dunwoody, Ga.

The medical mission is supported by a $38,000 matching grant from the Rotary Foundation. Also contributing funds
are Rotary clubs in Pennsylvania, Georgia and Kenya and the Coca-Cola Africa Foundation.

EARLYACT --- THE VILLAGES ELEMENTARY OF LADY LAKE

Early Act is for students in 1st through 5th grades. Every Early Act is set up in each school in a manner that works
for that school.

The Early Act in the Villages Elementary of Lady Lake finds it best to work with separate 4th and 5th grade clubs
during lunch periods. The students bring their lunch to a meeting place once a month. Extra time is allotted to give 45
minutes for the meeting. They have also had a year where it worked best to have both groups together for 45 minutes
at the end of the day. Students who are interested are chosen by their homeroom teachers. Usually 2 or 3 are chosen t¢
make the club’s 16 students, a manageable number for each grade.

Some of the projects they are most proud of were a bowl-a-thon with paraplegic men and women who used the I-Kan
Bowler. Our Rotary club matched the money they raised and they were able to give 2 paraplegics a bowler of their
own. These handicapped people can now bowl with friends and family just like normal people.
